■	� An iron

■	� No-sewing or iron-on 
hemming tape  
(available from 
haberdashers, online,  
or often in supermarkets) 
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HEMMING WITH AN IRON
We’ve all got something in our wardrobes with its  

hems looking the worse for wear. But fear not, there  
is an easy way to fix hems just by using an iron!

All you need to tidy up tatty hems is some 
no-sewing or iron-on hemming tape (available from 
haberdashers, online, or often in supermarkets), and 
your iron.

STEP 1:	� Line up the hemming tape on the inside of 
the original hem.

STEP 2:	� Fold over the hem so that it sits neatly back 
in place.

STEP 3:	� Making sure you use the right heat setting 
for the garment you’re hemming, carefully 
press over the hem to secure the tape in 
place. And you’re done!

TOP TIP:	� Iron on the back of garment over a damp 
cloth as the steam helps the tape adhere.
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No iron-on hemming 
tape? Then hem  
with a needle!
